Since February 2015 the pilot project "Family and work" has been being
implemented to promote the employment of mothers. A subsidy is granted
to a newly-created job for mothers on parental leave or mothers with

a child under 10 years of age. Furthermore, the project includes the
funding of kids' corners. The reimbursement involves the total labour
costs of pre-school teachers as well as the arrangement costs of kids'
corners. The total financial allocation from the past programming period is

MoESRS SR is preparing a draft amendment to the act on the
organisation of state support for research and development, which will
include substantial amendments to research and development
management settings in Slovakia. MOESRS SR is also preparing a draft
amendment to the act on research and development incentives. The
estimated deadline for the submission of legislative materials for
discussion to the Slovak Government is the first half of 2015.

The Action plan draft was discussed by the Government council for
science, technology and innovations, however, it was not included in the
agenda of the Slovak Government for discussion due to ongoing
fundamental disputes.

MoESRS SR is preparing a new act on public research institutions and
an amendment to the Act on Slovak Academy of Sciences. The estimated
deadline for the submission of legislative materials for discussion to the
Slovak Government is the first half of 2015.

New municipalities (currently 277 municipalities) joined the
implementation of the project on field social work during 2014. The
number of field social workers and assistants to field social workers
reached 845 people (400 FSW, 455 AFSW) by the end of 2014. The
number of clients who were provided with field social services increased
considerably as well and reached 81,263 people.

Within the national project "Community centres” financed from EU funds,
229 operators of community centres have submitted application for
subsidy. Out of these, 112 community centres are currently contracted

Processing of the proposal for activities to building sufficient analytical
capacities of the financial administration in 2015 - 2018

A significant proportion of specialised local state administration authorities
was merged into integrated district offices. Within district offices, 31 client
centres were established by the end of 2014 and support services were

separated. Data is now being collected about activities of offices and staff

Since February 2015 the electronic market has been in live operation
within the Electronic contracting system. The so called Registry of
Disqualified Persons was introduced to sideline, for instance, persons
(companies) violating the laws in the areas of tax and social contributions,
bankruptcy or commercial law. Since March 2015 the mandatory
recording of civil and criminal hearings in courts has been introduced. The
scanning of documents was launched in order to ensure digitalisation of
justice.
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
